Grade 4’s Tefillah Power includes 18 exciting lessons on Birchas Ha’Shachar.  
Grade 5’s Tefillah Power includes 19 exciting lessons on Pesukei D’Zimrah (until Boruch Hashem L’Olam). 
Grade 6’s Tefillah Power includes 20 exciting lessons on the end of Pesukei D’Zimrah (from Boruch Hashem L’Olam), Birchas 
Krias Shema and Shema until the end of Go’al Yisroel.
Grade 7’s Tefillah Power includes 22 exciting lessons on Shemoneh Esrei and includes a section entitled ‘Brumo Shel Olam’, 
which briefly addresses a fundamental concept in tefillah.

We all know that unlike a 
craftsman who needs material like 
wood and metal to build, Hashem 
created the world from absolute 
nothingness. As the pesukim in בראשית tell us, Hashem 
“uttered” words to create the world and everything within it. 
When Hashem created the world by “speaking” in Lashon 
HaKodesh, using the letters of the א-ב, He gave each of the 
22 letters of the א-ב a special quality of its own. This is not 
the case with the alphabet of any other language. 

When we say אָמַר וְהָיָה הָעוׄלָם רוּךְ שֶׁ  we are recognizing ,בָּ
the incredible miracle of creation from absolute 
nothingness. It also reminds us that Hashem created 
everything by giving the א-ב and Lashon HaKodesh a 
power that no other language shares. As Jews, we merit to 
speak Lashon HaKodesh when we learn Torah and recite 
the תפילות.

Rebbi Yehoshua 
ben Chananya tried to explain to the Caesar that it isn’t possible to 
physically see Hashem, but the Caesar insisted.

What Rebbi Yehoshua ben Chananya didn’t tell the foolish Caesar 
is that although a person can never actually see Hashem, there is a 
way that we can recognize that Hashem exists.

A quick look around the world that we live in reveals endless 
wonders—towering trees, stunning animals and a vast galaxy. The 
more we look at the creation, the more we recognize the Creator—
Hashem.

generation to generation will praise Your actions.” Although it is true 
that Hashem Himself can’t be seen, His wondrous actions can be seen.

The last Chapter of a book is often 
times where you’ll find the conclusion; 
something that clarifies the theme of the 
whole book

The same is true for the last paragraph of an article and the 
last scene in a play.

Here too, this last ּהַלְלוּיָ-ה prayer of Pesukei D'Zimrah, is the 
conclusion of the ּהַלְלוּיָ-ה section in Pesukei D'Zimrah. After all of the 
praises written in Sefer Tehillim, a book which describes how good 
Hashem is to us, this last perek (chapter) in Tehillim clarifies the 
theme of the whole Tehillim, explaining what the greatest praise is.

In this perek, the word הללו (or a similar word), meaning praise, is written thirteen times. This is to 
show that the greatest way to praise Hashem is by living our lives according to His thirteen kind and 
merciful ways, known as Hashem’s 13Attributes of Mercy (Shemos 34: 6-7). See 'Daily Dose of Kindness' ['My Tefillah 
Workspace]' on page 3 for a listing of Hashem's thirteen kind and merciful ways.

That is because the greatest praise that you can give someone is to try to be just like him (Siddur Yaavetz).

When a neshamah is used 
to its fullest,

Hashem's will is the 
only factor which 

should shape our lives.

Hashem is the only 
force running the 

world. There is not 
even the tiniest place 
in all the heavens and 
the four corners of the 
earth that is not under 

His direct control.

A Navy chef will make sure to prepare food the 
way his Captain likes, not the way he himself 
would prefer it.

A taxi driver will drive his passenger to the 
address the passenger requests, not to where 
the driver himself would like to go.

These people try their best to follow the instructions and 
directions which are given to them by those they are serving. 

Hashem is G-d, our King. The Torah reveals to us the 
instructions how Hashem wants us to live our lives and how we 
are to act. A person should always be trying his best to live his life 
according to these instructions—not simply as he sees fit and not 
when it is only convienient.

This is the concept called קבלת עול מלכות שמים—accepting G-d’s 
complete and unlimited rule.

When we call 
out to Him in such a sincere way—that significantly empowers our 
prayers—He’s sure to respond. However, if we say the words without 
any thought or feeling—we show that we may really not need His 
help, which diminishes the effectiveness of our prayers.

A car cruises on the highway at a speed of 60 miles per 
hour.  The driver is calm, the passengers are relaxed.

Suddenly, without warning, the car’s electricity fails.
Everyone is gripped with much worry! Every aspect of the car’s 

functioning is vitally dependent on electricity – the navigational 
system, the lights, the brakes, the engine, the steering wheel, etc..  
Even the slightest interruption in this electric current can prove 
terrible! 

Each day, and with every Shemoneh Esrei, we come to Hashem 
with requests regarding all our needs, even the ones that we may 
not appear to be missing, i.e. wisdom, health. Even if we are not 
in the “mood” that day to “speak with Hashem” through tefillah, 
we still pray because there is no such thing as a moment in which 
we aren’t truly dependent on Hashem for everything!  Similar to 
an electric current whose slightest interruption can prove disastrous, 
even the slightest interruption in Hashem’s flow of kindness would 
be disastrous to our ability to function properly and live our lives 
productively!

So let’s make the most of the golden opportunity granted to 
us to pray for wisdom, protection, health, prosperity, ירושלים, the 
Geulah, etc. every single day!  After all – everything’s on the line!

Structure of Shemoneh Esrei

Shemoneh Esrei contains 19 blessings. It begins 
with 3 introductory blessings of שבח, praise of 
G-d, followed by 13 middle blessings of בקשה, 

requests of G-d, and ends with the final 3 blessings of 
 .thanksgiving ,הודאה

PRAISE ,שבח OF ברכות 3
The Gemara1 learns from Moshe Rabbeinu that one 

must first praise Hashem before makings requests of 
Him. But does G-d really need our praise? No! We praise 
Hashem to help us, the ones davening, recognize that we 
are about to make requests of G-d Who constantly does 
loving kindness to us with no hidden motive (e.g. גּומֵל  
 and Who is all powerful.

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A boy walks into his 
house one hot summer 
day.

It’s 104 degrees outside – in 
the shade!  In desperate need of a cold drink, he pours 
himself a tall glass of crisp and cool lemonade.  He can 
already envision how it will invigorate him, cooling him 
off and replenishing the vitamins and minerals that he so 
badly needs.

About to make a beracha, he looks down at the cup and 
does a double take.  It’s empty!  Where did the lemonade go?

Suddenly, he notices a puddle on the floor. The cup has 
a hole in it! The boy frowns; without a cup to hold it in, 
he has no way of benefiting from the lemonade!

Hashem loves us more than anything in the world, 
and wants to constantly shower us with His blessings.  
However, only when we as a people have no “cracks” 
in our unity are we able to “catch” these blessings and 
benefit from them.
